The visit was attended by 17 Mechanical Engineering 3rd students accompanied 

by Mr. Arghya Gupta, Asst. Prof., Mechanical Engineering. The Exposure Visit to the Central 

Glass and Ceramic Research Institute (CGCRI) aimed to introduce students to advanced water 

analysis techniques and mechanical engineering technologies. The visit provided a hands-on 

experience with cutting-edge instruments, including High-Performance Liquid 

Chromatography (HPLC), Gas Chromatography (GC), UV-Vis Spectrophotometer, Ion 

Chromatography (IC), and Digital Polarimeter, used for detecting contaminants in water. 

Students also learned about portable instruments like Turbidity Meters, Multi parameter 

(pH/TDS) meters, and field test kits for Arsenic & Iron analysis. The afternoon session 

included a tour of CGCRI's R&D labs and mechanical engineering facilities, 

showcasing Universal Testing Machines, Hardness Testing Machines, and Spot Welding 

Machines. Students were also given the opportunity to explore the Atma Ram Memorial 

Museum. The visit provided valuable insights into both water quality monitoring and 

mechanical engineering, enhancing students' technical knowledge and fostering future career 

interest in research and development.
